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CROCHETED BABY HAT

Size 4 '%” across

Stitches used: Chain, single crochet
Gauge: 5 scsts=1"; 6 sc rows = 17
Materials: baby yarn — 2 oz, E crochet hook or size needed to obtain

gauge

NOTE:
Work in back loops throughout.

Row 1: Ch 35, sc in 2™ ch from hook, sc in ea ch across, turn: 34

Row 2: Ch 1, sc in ea st across, leaving last 3 sts unworked, turn: 31
Row 3: Ch 1, sc in ea st across, turn

Row 4: Repeat row 2, leaving 3 sts unworked: 28

Row 5: Ch 1, sc in ea st across, turn

Row 6: Ch 1, sc 27, (pick up a loop from next st, then sc into the corner
just before the first unworked stitch of the row below, sc in ea of next 2
unworked sts) 2 times, sc 1, turn: 34

Row 7: Ch 1, sc in ea st across, turn

Rows 8-54: Repeat rows 2-7 continuously until there are 9 wedges,
ending with row 6. At end of last row, fasten off, leaving 18 for weav-
ing and sewing. Weave 18” end through ends of rows, pull to gather
top of cap. Sew last and first rows together, secure end. Turn up bot-
tom edge of cap for cuff. Add a ribbon or pom-pom decoration.
